COVID-19 Information

Please remember that if your child develops any of the three key symptoms of COVID-19, you must keep them
off school and book them a PCR test and you need to inform the school that they are absent due to suspected
COVID-19. Whilst a lot of the time these tests end up being negative, every potential case of COVID-19 has
implications for school — if we are aware that pupils are going for tests, we can begin planning for a potential
bubble closure sooner. If we only find out once they have received a positive result, this understandably causes
extra strain and stress which could be eased if we were aware of the possibility.

In addition to this, we are required to report to the DfE on a daily basis whether we have pupils absent for
reasons relating to COVID-19, so it is imperative that we know if that is why your child is off so our information
can be as accurate as possible.

COVID-19 Symptoms & Testing

It is also important to remember that if you, or your child, develop symptoms of COVID-19, it is not enough to
have a lateral flow test, which many of you will be taking on a regular basis. Anyone with COVID-19 symptoms
must isolate and book a PCR test whether or not you have had a negative lateral flow test.
